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Work Equipment

Scope 

St John Ambulance will ensure that all equipment used by employees and volunteers in the course of their employment or duty is fit for purpose, is suitably inspected and maintained.

Procedures

St John Ambulance will ensure that all equipment ( both new, second hand or privately owned) provided for, or used by both employees and volunteers  is  safe, suitable for its intended purpose and where necessary, suitably calibrated

All equipment will be subject to regular maintenance as specified by the manufacturer with suitable maintenance logs kept.

Where appropriate, equipment will be subject to regular inspections to ensure it continues to be safe to use. Inspection records will be kept

Adequate training and instruction will be provided to employees and members to ensure that all equipment is used safely and according to the manufacturers instructions.

Adequate risk assessments will be carried out in respect of all work equipment and controls will be put in place to ensue safe use.

Procedures will be put in place to ensure that all equipment owned by, or otherwise brought onto a duty by members is safe, suitable for its intended purpose where necessary, suitably calibrated, and that the member is suitably trained in its use.

All medical equipment and devices whether owned by St John Ambulance or privately owned by members will be subject to control as detailed in HQC 125/04
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
