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Risk Assessment

 Scope

The aim of this procedure is to ensure that all activities and processes, not specifically controlled by other regulations, carried out are adequately risk assessed and where necessary, control measures are put in place to ensure the safety of volunteers and employees

 Regulatory requirements

The Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999

 Procedures

The risk assessment process will be co-ordinated by the county health and safety officer who will liase with the relevant managers and officers.

Managers and officers are responsible for ensuring that suitable risk assessments are carried out for every task, duty and workplace under their control. Suitably competent persons will carry out risk assessments. All significant findings of risk assessment will be recorded on a risk assessment form, together with any control measures or additional controls as may be necessary.

The results of a risk assessment will be given to employees / members who need to know, who in turn are under an obligation to act in accordance with the information given, to look after their own safety and the safety of others who may be affected by their acts or omissions.

Risk assessments will be reviewed periodically or if there is:

· A change in legislation 

· A change in control measures

· Any significant change in the work carried out

· Any other reason to suspect that the original assessment is no longer valid
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
