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Waste control

Scope 

The aim of this policy is to ensure that all waste generated by St John Ambulance will be stored and disposed of in accordance with statutory requirements

Health and Safety at Work Act 1974

Environmental Protection Act 1990

Special Waste Regulations 1996 (as amended)

Environmental (Duty of Care) Regulations 1991

Procedures

General waste 

All general waste generated in St John Ambulance properties will be securely contained and removed by Local Authority waste removal agents or other licensed waste carriers. Annual contract waste transfer notes will be agreed, with copies retained for at least 2 years

Clinical Waste

All clinical waste generated by St John Ambulance duties will be dealt with and disposed of in accordance with St John Ambulance clinical waste policy HQC 39/05

Other controlled or special waste 

Other waste will be securely contained and identified before removal by specified waste removal contractors, licensed for the removal of the identified waste. Waste transfer notes will be kept for 2 years

Internal movement of controlled or special waste.

Any internal movement of waste from the point of generation within the county to some central storage point will be carried out under controlled conditions and will be accompanied by internal waste transfer notes. These will be kept in the waste file for 2 years.

Duty of care

The county recognises its duty and will take adequate steps to keep the waste safe as required by regulation. This includes actions to:
· Prevent anyone dealing with their waste illegally

· Ensure that it is adequately contained to prevent escape and blowing off-site

· Ensure that it is only transferred to an authorised person

· Ensure that an accurate description of the waste is provided and a transfer note is provided.
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
